Tisha B'Av (Hebrew: 282 NYWN or 2N2 'V, "the Ninth of
Av,") is an annual fast day, named for the ninth day
(Tisha) of the month of Av in the Hebrew calendar. The
fast commemorates the destruction of both the First
Temple and Second Temple in Jerusalem, which
occurred about 655 years apart, but on the same
Hebrew calendar date. Tisha B'Av is never observed on
Shabbat. If the 9th of Av falls on Shabbat, the fast is
postponed until the 10th of Av. Tish'a B'Av begins at
sundown on 21 July 2018.

Details of our Tisha B'Av programme (21-22 July) are on
our poster on the reverse of this newsletter. We would
like to thank Karina Katz and Esther Bentley for
organising and to Raffi Maurer for the poster design.
